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East Lubbock Head Start Preschool Grand Opening Events


The South Plains Community Action Association Head Start program is holding a grand opening ceremony Wednesday from 10:30am until noon for its newest preschool in East Lubbock, the Eddie Richardson center. 


The new center is dedicated to Eddie Richardson for his community and civic involvement.  Richardson partnered with T.J. Patterson in 1977 to establish the Southwest Digest, a newspaper serving primarily East Lubbock, and has volunteered his time with the SPCAA Head Start program for many years. 

State Representative Carl Isett will speak on early childhood education and a representative from the office of Congressman Neugebauer will present a flag to be raised by the Estacado High School Color Guard.  

A 43-year-old program, the SPCAA Head Start currently serves 1,324 3-and 4-year-olds in 12 counties of the South Plains as well as 48 children under 3-years-old and pregnant mothers through the Early Head Start program.   


In addition to preschool education, Head Start and Early Head Start programs offer health and dental exams, disability evaluations, and family support services to prepare enrolled children for school.  Services are free with optional extended hours of care for a small charge.


The new center is located in the Bridge of Lubbock building at 1301 Redbud Avenue in what was formerly the Posey Elementary School.  
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
