ChildPlus and ImmTrac show they are past due


	Lead
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Questionnaire failed if answered:

· “Yes” or “I don’t know” to any question

** If failed questionnaire, will need a lead test

Lead level abnormal if:

· 5 and above


	Lead Test
	· Pending Lead test- get results from PCP.

· If child does not have a current lead test try to get results from the PCP. Use consent to Release form.

· If PCP does not have current lead test Head Start nurse can then complete lead test.

Failed lead test 5 and above:

Will be referred to PCP.



	TB Questionnaire
	Failed if answered:

“Yes” or “I don’t know” to any question except question #1
** If failed questionnaire, will need a TB test or Dr note stating why or why not the child doesn’t need TB test


	Hematocrit or Hemoglobin
	Failed HCT or HGB:

Failed HCT is less than 34.

Failed HGB is less than 11.

Refer to Head Start Registered Dietitian for failed HCT or HGB.
· Pending HCT or HGB get results from Provider
· If child does not have a current HCT or HGB try to get results from the PCP and or WIC. Use consent to Release form.

· If PCP or WIC does not have current HCT or HGB Head Start nurse can then complete HCT or HGB.


	Parent Consent for Services
	· Notify SM/TL if any answers are “no”

· SM will notify Health Manager of parent’s answers


	Medical/Dental Emergency Consent/Health History
	Failed if parent answers yes to questions 4-6:

· Provide document with diagnosis and complete page 2 History form
· If checked “yes” follow with a response

	Strabismus
	Failed is:

· Light reflections not centered or slightly towards nose

	Physical Exam
	Follow-ups are required when:

· Findings, recommendations, referrals, or treatment are noted on exam form

	Blood Pressure
	· Abnormal results vary by child’s age, weight, and height

· Abnormal will be determined by Health Care Provider

	Dental Exam
	Abnormal status if:

· Preventive care or dental treatment needed

· Referral to pediatric dentist or specialist

	
Hearing

	Failed if:

· Child misses one or more frequencies in either ear 
·  Rescreen in 3-4 weeks
If child fails rescreen →refer to audiologist
· If doctor says to refer
· Screen if physical says “uncooperative” or “unable to do”
· If checklists are done, you need to rescreen
**Do not screen if already on physical exam


	OAE (EHS)
	OAE hearing is to be completed by EHS staff within the 1st 45 days the EHS child is enrolled. Also completed by EHS staff at  2, 4, 6, 9, 12, 15, 18, 24, 30, and 36 months after child is enrolled.
Failed if- 
· Did not pass one or both ears on 1st OAE screening

· Rescreen within 2 weeks of initial screening

· If 2nd screening is a failed refer to PCP
· After getting results back from PCP complete a 3rd re-screen 
If 3rd re-screen was a failed refer to a pediatric audiologist

	Vision
	Failed if:

· More than a 2 line difference
·  Rescreen in 2-3 weeks
 Fails rescreen →refer to optometrist
·  If doctor says to refer
· If checklists are done, you need to rescreen
**Do not screen if already on physical exam

	Health Management Plan
	Needed if:

· requires adaptations in daily activities because of a medical condition; daily activities to be considered include feeding, playing, sleeping, toileting
·  needs medication regularly
· requires a specialized emergency plan
**Asthma or Emergency Action plans strongly recommended from physician at entry date
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A comprehensive health program determines current health status, performs screenings, and provides on-going care.  Communication between staff, parents, and healthcare providers is key to a healthy child.
